Course Description: In this class, we will familiarize ourselves with key concepts, theories, and empirical research on child and adult second language acquisition (SLA).
Course objectives: By the end of this course you will have acquired the ability to intelligently discuss aspects of the theory and practice of language learning based on knowledge of the scholarly research in the field. You will also have learned how to analyze learner data both for research purposes and to inform ESL teaching practice.

Attendance and Participation: Attendance is mandatory. You are allowed to miss up to three hours of class time without any excuse. Each further unexcused absence will lower your grade by one level (e.g. from an A to A-).

Classroom presentations: Groups of two or more students will present a research article summary in class once a semester. The presentation must be in a 15x60 pecha-kucha format (a template is available on the course web page; we will familiarize ourselves with this presentation format in the first week of class). Rather than serving as a maximally comprehensive and detailed summary, the presentation is intended as an opening to in-class discussion by briefly recapturing the main points of the research article. The presentation slides must be submitted to Prof. Wulff via email on the Monday of the week in which the presentation is scheduled by 8pm. Late submission reduces the maximum score by 2.5 points for each day that the submission is late.
Article summaries: You are responsible for 8 article summaries. All articles are available on CANVAS. The article summaries should follow the IMRAD structure (Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion) even if the article to be summarized does not follow that structure. Each article summary should end with at least three critical questions pertaining to the methods, theory, or conclusions of the article. Article summaries should be between 2—3 pages long (excluding the cover page and references; double—spaced; 12—point Times New Roman; 1—inch margins throughout). Article summaries must be submitted on CANVAS by 2pm on the due dates listed on CANVAS.
Chapter glossaries: You are responsible for 9 glossaries that should cover the most important terminology and concepts covered in the textbook chapters you have to read (nearly) each week. The glossaries should each comprise at least 10 entries with definitions. You are allowed to consult secondary sources for definitions, but you have to refer to these sources whenever you do. Each glossary should list your name and the relevant chapter on top of the page(s). The chapter glossaries must be submitted on CANVAS by 2pm on the due dates listed on CANVAS.
Exams: All three exams are closed book and closed notes. Please see the course schedule below for the dates of exams.
Research Participation/Lecture Attendance: You will choose one of the following options to get credit of 10% towards your final grade:

a) participation in a research experiment: you can volunteer to participate in any one research experiment conducted on campus during the fall 2015 semester. The faculty member in charge of the research experiment should confirm your participation in writing or in an email to Dr. Wulff (swulff@ufl.edu). Proof of participation has to be submitted to Dr. Wulff via email by 9 December 5pm.

b) lecture attendance: you can attend two language—related lectures (in the Department of Linguistics, World Languages and Literatures, Speech and Hearing Sciences, etc.). One lecture attendance is awarded 5 points. Ask a faculty member present to confirm in writing or in an email to Dr. Wulff (swulff@ufl.edu) that you attended the lecture. Proof of attendance has to be submitted to Dr. Wulff via email by 9 December 5pm.
